The papers were received for processing in various containers, with the documents in notebooks prepared by Margaret Washington Clifford.  Many of the notebooks, photographs, etc. were not labeled, or were mislabeled in reference to their actual contents. Nonetheless, materials were left in order of placement in notebooks.
In processing the collection, original folders, holders, etc. were replaced with acid-free folders.  Notebooks were discarded. Folders were labeled, either following the original labeling, or in the case of missing or incorrect labels were assigned folder titles. All metal fasteners were removed.

Biography
Born in Chicago, August 31, 1922, Margaret Washington Clifford moved with her family to Tuskegee where she attended school from kindergarten through high school and graduated at 16. She attended Tuskegee University and graduated from college in three years, earning a master’s degree in education. She earned a second master’s degree in Counseling and Guidance from Atlanta University. 
Washington frequently lectured on African American History and on the life of her famous grandfather, Booker T. Washington.  She taught at Atlanta University in the School of Education from 1976 until she retired in1986. She died, at her home in Atlanta, September 5, 2009.
