Abstract:


The Tuskegee Crisis Study was conducted, during the month of August, 1957, in response to a boycott of white owned businesses by local African Americans which were protesting the proposed gerrymandering of the city limits of Tuskegee by local government officials.

Processing Information

The papers were received for processing in archival storage containers, with the documents in what was assumed to be their original folders.  From their arrangement in the storage containers, it was assumed that all the folders were arranged arbitrarily, and were stored as such while in active use. However, each folder had documents within that were arranged numerically, based upon specific age groups clearly labeled on each folder. This arrangement caused the folders to be overfilled with documents and, therefore, unable to be properly processed. 

Due to the quantity of documents in the original folders, the processors decided to separate documents, based upon the original numerical order and the corresponding name of each interviewer (names written exactly, if shown) into individual folders.  This would allow for ease of separation and identification. Additionally, original folder designations were maintained.

In processing the collection, original folders were replaced with acid-free folders.  Folders were labeled, either following the original labeling, or in the case of missing or incorrect labels were assigned folder titles.  Folder titles or additional folder information assigned by the processors are indicated in the inventory enclosed in square brackets.  All metal fasteners were removed.

History
The Tuskegee Crisis Study was developed by Dr. Lewis Wade Jones and others in an attempt to gauge the response of the population of Tuskegee to specific local events leading up to and occurring between June and August of 1957.  This study interviewed individuals from both races and both sexes from the age of twenty to over fifty.
Prior to June 25th, 1957, local government officials in Tuskegee, Alabama sought to gerrymander the city’s limits in an attempt to diminish the number of African Americans that could legally vote in upcoming elections.  On the 25th, over 3000 African Americans met at Butler Chapel, a local church in which weekly mass meetings would be held, and heard speeches from men affiliated with the Tuskegee Civic Association.  These men encouraged a dedicated boycott of white owned businesses in an attempt to bring about a satisfactory resolution to the problem.  Men such as Charles Goode Gomillion (a professor at Tuskegee Institute) pressed for a unified movement which would convince the politicians that they were a strong economic force that should be heeded regarding any political event that may disenfranchise African Americans in Tuskegee.
Further problems arose in July following the beginning of the boycott, with Alabama State Attorney General Patterson “raiding” TCA headquarters. The boycott continued for four years until the United States Supreme Court ruled that the State of Alabama had violated the 15th Amendment (Gomillion v. Lightfoot, 364 U.S. 339 (1960)  and the city’s boundaries were returned to their original positions in early 1961.

Scope and Contents
The Tuskegee Crisis Study consists of personal surveys of white and black citizens of Tuskegee, Alabama in an attempt to determine their opinions regarding current events within the community.  Included in the survey are various age groups ranging from twenty years old and higher of both sexes.  Questions include opinions regarding the handling of events by the participants to the number of times that they shopped in downtown Tuskegee.
