The papers were received for processing in various containers, with the documents in folders. From their arrangement in the containers, the folders were not arranged any particular order. Many of the folders were not labeled, or were mislabeled in reference to their actual contents.

General Daniel "Chappie" James Jr., born on February 11, 1920, in Pensacola, Florida, was a distinguished military leader and the first African American four-star general in the United States Air Force. With a remarkable career spanning over three decades, General James shattered racial barriers, exemplifying courage, determination, and excellence.
